Political System:

1. Who was the founder? Was it colonized by another country first? (Perhaps the dutch?)
2. Was the Colony a Royal, Proprietary, or Charter Colony?
Economic System:

1. What kind of crops were farmed in the colony? 
2. What were the main natural resources of your colony?

3. Was your colony dependent on slavery? 
Geographic 
1. Sketch a map of your colony and mark its capitol? 
2. Is the Colony a Northern, Middle, or Southern Colony?
Culture/Religion:

1. Why was the colony founded?  What kinds of people settled in the colony? 
2. Were colonists free to practice any religion in your colony?
